CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The objective of this contract is to execute works related to the construction of new irrigation concrete canals and the rehabilitation of existing concrete cracked canals, including road culverts and manholes in the villages of: Ain El Tineh, Bqarsouna, Btormaz, Haref Syed, Nemrine, Deir Nbouh, Sfireh, Beit El Faqs, Taran and Kfarhabou in Donniyeh, Akkar, North Lebanon.
7. Number and titles of lots

One lot only

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium - of tenderers) which are effectively established in a Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) N°236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable Instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 23 below) . Participation is also open to international organizations. All supplies under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. However, they may originate from any country when  the amount of the supplies to be purchased is below100, 000 euros per purchased.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of EUR 5,000 when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer[s] upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.
13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting is planned.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period.
15. Period of implementation of tasks
The period of implementation is twelve (12) months from the Commencement Order date.
SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
In order to be eligible for the award of the contract, tenderers must provide evidence that they meet the selection criteria. This must be provided by tenderers using the forms described in 12.1 in the instructions to tenderers and any additional forms tenderers may wish to use.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium, unless specified, the selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole.

The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:
16.1
Economic and financial capacity:

· The average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years (2015, 2014, and 2013) must be at least EUR 500,000 or equivalent.
16.2 Technical and professional capacity:
· it must have completed at least (2) two projects of the same nature/amount/complexity as the works concerned by the tender and implemented during the last (8) eight years, i.e 2016, 2015, 2014, 2013, 2012, 2011, 2010, 2009. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned.

· it must carry out at least 70 % of the contract works using its own resources, which means that it must have the equipment, materials, human and financial resources necessary to carry out that percentage of the contract.

· if it is the lead member of a joint venture/consortium, it must be able to carry out at least 50 % of the contract works using its own means.

· if it is a partner of a joint venture/consortium (i.e. not the lead member) it must be able to carry out at least 10 % of the contract works using its own means.
· The tenderer is requested to submit detailed Curriculum Vitae according to the attached qualification form 4.6.1.3 provided in Volume 1, Section 4, for                  the following key staff: 

· Project Manager who will coordinate the entire contract. He/she shall be a qualified civil, mechanical or electrical engineer with at least 10 years of professional experience and project management. 

· Resident Engineer shall be a qualified civil engineer with at least 5 years of general experience and 2 years of site management including at least two projects of similar nature and complexity. 

· Inspector with a minimum of BT certificate in civil engineering, at least 10 years of general experience and 5 years of relevant experience in similar projects.

· Topographical surveyor with at least 10 years of experience.

Capacity Providing Entities:
An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. If the tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing a commitment on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. Proof of capacity must be furnished at the request of the Contracting Authority. 
17. Award criteria

The most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.
